Product Description

EVERBUILD TILE ON CONCRETE is a grey ready mixed paste tile adhesive with high flexibility and water resistance specifically designed for tiling directly onto concrete and stone substrates. 

TILE ON CONCRETE is suitable for fixing all types of ceramic tiles, including vitrified, porcelain and mosaics and is ideal for application directly onto concrete floors, sand/cement screeds and porous stone tiles. TILE ON CONCRETE can also be used as a floor grout.   

Conforms to BS5980 as a Type 2, Class AA adhesive and EN12004 Type D2.

Limitations

· Do not use TILE ON CONCRETE to fill out or level up depressions in uneven floors. Use EVERBUILD QUICK SET CEMENT or SELF LEVEL FLOOR COMPOUND.

· Do not apply or allow this product to cure below 5°C.(surface or ambient temperatures). Drying times quoted may be significantly extended below 15°C

· Do not walk on floors until adhesive is fully dry (24-72hrs depending on substrates and site conditions).

· When used as a grout, Tiled areas must be kept free from water contact for at least 14 days.

· As the manufacturer cannot know all the uses its product may be put to, it is the user’s responsibility to determine suitability for use.  If in doubt, please contact Technical Services for further advice.  In all circumstances, the manufacturer’s liability is limited to the value of the manufacturer’s product purchased.

Surface Preparation

Tiling should be carried out according to the guidelines given in BS5385. Surfaces to be tiled must be clean, dry and sound.  Concrete should be allowed to dry for a minimum of 6 weeks before tiling. Ensure sub-floor is protected by a suitable damp proof membrane to resist rising damp. Floors should be primed with EVERBUILD SBR BOND diluted 1:4 with water and allowed to dry before tiling. Level uneven screeds with EVERBUILD SELF LEVEL FLOOR COMPOUND and allow to dry before tiling.

Application 

As an adhesive: Stir adhesive well before use. Substrates must be porous. Do not apply below 5`C.(surface or ambient temperatures).  Apply using flooring grade board notched trowel (10mm x 10mm notch at 16mm centres) to give an even ribbed bed of adhesive on substrate. Bed the tiles directly into the surface of the adhesive and secure with a slight twist action to remove voids. It is good practice to periodically remove a tile and check that at least 75% of the tile is covered in adhesive and that the adhesive bed is no more than 3mm thick, otherwise adhesive will not achieve its full cured strength. If this is not the case, remove old and apply fresh adhesive and reposition. Do not comb out more than ca. 1m2 of adhesive at a time. Always position tiles within 10 minutes of combing adhesive onto sub floor, i.e. before adhesive skins over. . Clean all adhesive residues on surface of tile within 10mins. Do not walk on floors after tiling for 24 hours minimum or until adhesive has set. For cool, low porosity surfaces, this may be up to 72 hours.

As a grout: Only proceed with grouting when adhesive is dry (24-72 hours @ 20°C depending on tile and substrate). Grout only 1m2 at a time, cleaning area thoroughly with a damp cloth before adhesive dries. Do not walk on floor for a further 1-2 days to allow grout to thoroughly dry. Only suitable for grouting joints 10mm max wide, otherwise use EVERBUILD WIDE JOINT GROUT FLEXIPLUS.

	Using the notched trowel detailed above, approx. 4kg/m² 

	Open Time
	20 minutes max at normal room temperatures. 
Do not apply more adhesive than can be tiled in 10 minutes.

	Drying Time
	Allow to dry for 24 hours before grouting (up to 72 hours for low porosity surfaces). As with all water based adhesives, TILE ON CONCRETE cures by the evaporation of water from the adhesive bed. Careful consideration must therefore be given to the site and surface conditions when determining the time after which the tiled area will be ready to take foot traffic. Drying time will be prolonged by low temperatures, high humidity and low surface/tile porosity.

	Clean Up
	TILE ON CONCRETE is extremely difficult to remove when dry. All surplus

adhesive must be removed whilst adhesive is still wet using a dampened

cloth or sponge, particularly along grout lines. Cured adhesive can be

removed with EVERBUILD CONTACT ADHESIVE THINNERS AND CLEANERS

testing a small inconspicuous area for compatibility before use. 

Clean tools in water after use.  Wash hands with warm water and soap after use.
