Surface Preparation
Ensure surfaces are free from flaking material, dust, rust and grease.  When used as a patching mortar, saw/chisel edges to a defined area to a depth of 3mm. When applying to steel, shot blast, grind, or emery to a bright finish and remove residues.
Application 

Wear impervious gloves provided. EPOXYSET 112 is supplied as two components, both components being a heavily bodied paste (Part A base component; Part B reactor Component). These two components must be mixed together in equal weights or volumes (accurate measurement is important) until a smooth evenly coloured (non-streaky) mortar is obtained.  Mix thoroughly with a slow speed drill and paddle, or by hand for mixes less than 3kg total. 

Use as an adhesive/bonding/bedding mortar.

Comb mixed mortar onto substrate using suitable trowel and offer element into position. Push well home. Provide temporary support on vertical surfaces until adhesive has dried.

Use as a patching mortar.

Apply to surfaces to a minimum depth of 3mm (maximum 25mm). Wipe the trowel intermittently with finishing solvent to reduce drag.

Coverage: 
3kg of mixed product will cover approximately 1.1m2 at 1.5mm depth.

Pot Life:

The pot life of this product is 1 hour at 25oC
