DESCRIPTION AND USES
Everbuild Stick 2 Epoxy Putty is a 2 component epoxy based putty for repairing, bonding, sealing, fixing, remoulding and rebuilding virtually any material. (with limitations).
Everbuild Stick 2 Epoxy Putty is easy to mix, will adhere to wet surfaces and is totally waterproof once dried.

APPLICATION (we always recommend gloves be worn when handling this product)
Ensure all surfaces are clean, sound and free of oil and grease. Smooth surfaces should be abraded to give a good key. Break off the required amount of Epoxy Putty and mix by hand to a uniform colour. Apply to required areas immediately. Care should be taken to fill all voids and holes where necessary. On damp or wet surfaces pressure should be applied to the product until adhesion takes place. Allow to fully cure before sanding or machining. 

Working time from mixing – 5 minutes @ 20oC

Curing time – 60 minutes @ 20oC 
STORAGE

Store in cool dry conditions between 0 and 20oC. Storage outside these parameters will dramatically reduce shelf life.

Shelf  life – 12 months.

Contains: Epoxy Resin.
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LIMITATIONS

Will not stick polyethylene, polypropylene, or PTFE
Do not use on bitumen, asphalt.
Do not use as a mirror adhesive as the product may attack the mirror backing.

Do not use below 5°C.
