Application 

Transfer mixed mortar by trowel to suitable pointing gun. Apply mortar to pre-wetted surface from gun with even pressure ensuring no voids remain.  Tool off whilst still wet with a pointing trowel of required profile. NOTE: This product may also be applied by standard pointing trowel from float, remembering to work well into joints. Clean all tools and equipment with water immediately after use.
